Source. After the November system changes are in place, users
will need to digitally sign an on-line registration agreement prior
to gaining access to Microsoft Dynamics CustomerSource. This
agreement will only need to be signed annually by one individual
from the organization.

A customer may view the signed agreement data in Customer-
Source by selecting My Account>Company Profile.

Microsoft Dynamics NAV Year-end Tips

his article provides you a check-list of processes that need to

be completed as part of year-end closing in Dynamics NAV.
Since Inventory management is an important function for many
companies, we are including the steps involved in the correct clos-
ing of Inventory as part of the year-end closing checklist.

Year End Process for Inventory

The year-end processes for Inventory should be done prior to clos-
ing the Fiscal Year and Income Statement. Within Inventory, the
following processes should be performed sequentially.

Make all necessary Inventory adjustments

Run the Adjust Cost - Item Entries batch job

Run the Post Inventory Cost to G/L batch job

Run the Inventory Valuation report and reconcile Inven-
tory and COGS to the General ledger

5. Run the Inventory Valuation - WIP report and reconcile
WIP to the general ledger

Inventory Revaluation

If Inventory needs to be revalued at the end of the year as part of
updating Standard Costs or otherwise adjusting the value of one
or more items, make sure to do the following before proceeding
with the revaluation:

1. Run the Adjust Cost - Item Entries batch job

2. Run the Calculate Inventory Value - Test report within
the Revaluation Journal window (Functions >> Calculate
Inventory Value - Test). This function allows you to test
preconditions for the inventory value calculation. The
test report will include all the items and corresponding
documents that may hinder calculation of the inventory
value.

Closing Inventory Periods

Dynamics NAV version 5.0 provides the additional functionality of
managing Inventory periods in the Accounting Periods window. If
Inventory Periods are set up in the database, please make sure

to include Inventory period
closing as part of your year-
end closing process. Unlike
Accounting Periods, Inventory
Periods can be re-opened to
allow further posting into the
period.

Close a Fiscal Year

1. Click Financial Management, expand General Ledger, expand
Periodic Activities, expand Fiscal Year, and then click Account-
ing Periods.

2. In the Accounting Periods dialog box, click Close Year.

3. When you are prompted to close a fiscal year, make sure that
you want to close the fiscal year, and then click Yes. The check
boxes for all the periods in this fiscal year are selected in the
‘Closed’ field and in the ‘Date Locked’ field.

4. After you close the fiscal year, you cannot click to clear these
check boxes. Additionally, you cannot change the periods of
the fiscal year. When you close the fiscal year, the program
will lock the period length, but it will not be blocked against
entering and posting entries. If you want to block user entry
to a specific period, set up a date range against user access. If
you want to prevent posting, go to the General Ledger Setup
window. Click on the ‘Allow Posting From’ field and insert
a date. Alternatively, select the ‘Allow Posting To’ field and
enter a date.

Close Income Statements

One of the benefits of using NAV is that you can run your Close
Income Statement more than once, even after you’ve closed your
accounts. Let’s say your company needs to complete financial
statements to satisfy banker or shareholder requirements. You
distribute financial statements accordingly and then discover you
need to make adjusting entries based on an auditor’s findings. You
can run the Close Income Statement again after you post your
adjusted entries. Just make sure you create a backup of your
database first, in case of unforeseen problems such as power out-
ages. That’s always a good practice, but especially at year-end.

Here’s an example of how to run the Close Income Statement
batch job after you have made adjustments to your accounts:

1. Click Financial Management, expand General Ledger, expand
Periodic Activities, expand Fiscal Year, and then click Close
Income Statement.

2. In the Close Income Statement dialog box, define how the
batch job will be executed by filling in the fields as follows:

Fiscal Year Ending Date
The program will suggest the last day of the latest closed fiscal
year. The closing entries will be posted with a fictitious day to

allow it to have the proper balance
on both of the days on either side
of the closing. Don’t change the
date in the journal batch.

General Journal Template
Select the name of the general jour-
nal template in which the entries
will be placed. Click the Assist Button to the right of the field to
see the existing general journal templates. It’s a good idea at this
stage to check the Force Document Balance field in the General
Journal Template that you select.

General Journal Batch

Select the name of the general journal batch to which the entries
will be placed. Click the Assist Button to the right of the field to
see the existing general journal batches.

Document Number

If you filled in the General Journal Template field and the General
Journal Batch field, the batch job automatically completes this
field with the next available number from the number series for
the journal batch. You can also fill in this field manually.

Retained Earnings Acc.
Enter the Retained Earnings Account in this field.

Posting Description
Enter a text that will accompany the entries.

Close By

You can choose how many entries will be created by the batch
job. Choose Business Unit Code to create separate entries per
business unit or click Dimensions. If you select any dimension in
this field, the program posts one entry for each dimension value
combination used in a G/L account. If you do not choose any of
these, only one entry will be created for each account. Click OK
to start the batch job. The transaction that you’ve created by
running the batch job should balance because the offset account
will be the Retained Earnings.

The ‘Close Income Statement’ batch job creates the closing
entries in the General journal batch as specified in the request
form. This gives the users the ability to verify the entries before
posting. Once the entries are verified, click Posting >>" Post’ or
‘Post and Print’.
